Fr. Carl’s Thoughts and Reflections 
The Feast of Corpus Christi, June 11, 2023 

 

     This weekend we celebrate the Solemnity of Corpus Christi, the Body and Blood of 
Christ.  We are celebrating the Real Presence of Jesus Christ in the Consecrated 
Bread and Wine that we are privileged to receive at Mass in Holy Communion.  We 
celebrate that belief in a special way this Sunday with 
our 177th annual Corpus Christi Procession.  After the 
Sunday 10 am Mass, we will process through our    
cemetery to the little shrine, then through the woods to 
the next shrine, carrying the Blessed Sacrament in the 
monstrance for Benediction at each shrine.  Next come 
the Benedictions on Washington Strasse, Wasser 
Strasse, and Perlen Strasse.  We end up in Church for 
the final Benediction, then move to the cafeteria for lunch.  A couple golf carts will be 
available for those needing a ride.  Thanks to Matt Trossman and Mary Gehring for 
taking care of all the details.  Thanks to Tina Schrank and Janie Obermeyer for       
preparing and serving our lunch. 
     Our Scriptures for this weekend are all about God’s providing us with His special 
food, beginning in the desert when the Israelites were journeying from Egypt to the 
Promised Land.  God provided them with manna, a food unknown to them, and water 

from the flinty desert rock.  God reminded them of 
the importance of keeping the Commandments and 
punished them when they didn’t obey.  St. Paul 
reminds the Corinthians that the Blessed Bread and 
Wine are a participation in the Body and Blood of 
Christ, and this participation is meant to make the 
many people into the one Body of Christ.   
      In the Gospel, Jesus tells the Jewish crowds, “I 
am the living bread that came down from heaven; 
whoever eats this bread will live forever; and the 
bread that I will give is my flesh for the life of the 

world.”  The people found that hard to accept, so Jesus emphasizes the importance of 
eating His flesh and drinking His blood to give them (and us) eternal life.  Jesus      
repeats, “the one who feeds on Me will have life because of Me.”  We are blessed to 
have this promise fulfilled every time we come to Mass and receive Jesus’ Body and 
Blood in Communion.  This heavenly gift of eternal life to us is the 
reason that we celebrate the Feast of Corpus Christi, the Body 
and Blood of Christ.  May you grow in your belief in Jesus’ Body 
and Blood and come frequently to be nourished. 
     We congratulate Nick Prickel and Whitney Lambert who were 
joined in holy Matrimony here at Holy Family Church on                
Saturday, June 3.  May they continue to grow in their love for 
each other and for the Church of Jesus Christ.
