In this week’s reading from Revelation, God refers
to Himself as “the Alpha and the Omega,” the first
and last letters of the Greek alphabet. At the end
of the book of Revelation, Jesus Christ applies this
title to Himself: “| am the Alpha and the Omega,
the first and the last, the beginning and the

end” (Revelation 22:13). In and through Jesus, the
Word made flesh, all of creation came to be and
all of creation finds its fulfillment. He is the source and goal of everything. He is also
the victorious Lamb of God who triumphs over evil and establishes His reign. He is
Christ the King, whose feast we celebrate on this last Sunday of the Church year.

In the Mass this Sunday we give thanks to the almighty God “whose will is to restore
all things” in Christ and to set all creation “free from slavery” (Opening Prayer). We
celebrate Christ’s “eternal and universal kingdom: a kingdom of truth and life, a
kingdom of holiness and grace, a kingdom of justice, love, and peace” (Preface before
the Eucharistic Prayer). -

This is the kingdom that Jesus announces in the Gospels,
and the kingdom into which He invites all of us forever. As we
bring this year to a close, ask the Holy Spirit to show you the
ways you have accepted this invitation by allowing Christ to
reign more fully in your life. Give thanks and praise for this!
And then ask the Spirit to open your heart wider to receive
even more of God’s grace in the coming year.

May Christ and His peace reign in all our hearts!
