Spend less time obsessing about the news and more time praying the Rosary or with Jesus in
the Blessed Sacrament (or both!). Volunteer at the Batesville Food Pantry or some other good
cause. Get yourself to confession. Go to Mass one more day a week if you can manage it.
Whatever you do, make a commitment to do something this year to i

rev up your spiritual life. Prepare the way of the Lord!

And may Jesus, in Whom we place all our hope, give you always
and everywhere His peace.
